Films from the Universal House of Justice 

• The Universal House of Justice has announced that two films will be released later in 

the year. 

• “The first of these,” the House of Justice tell us, “which will become available in time 

for the centennial commemoration, will be a portrait of the Person of ‘Abdu’l-Bahá. 

Besides being a tribute to His life and work, it will explore how, by championing the 

oneness of humanity through His words and deeds, He offered a challenge to the stale 

assumptions and prejudices of the age, and gave stimulus to a process of unification 

which continues to this day.i” 

• The second film which will follow soon after, “will reflect on the expiration of the 

first hundred years of the Formative Age from the vantage point of the heights to 

which the Bahá’í community has climbed, and from where it can now gaze upon new 

horizons.ii” We can be giving thought now as to how to invite large numbers to 

screenings of these films in our homes, in cinemas, in schools and other venues.

In each region, teaching conferences will be organised by Regional Councils throughout the 

period.
